Citing Electronic Sources

In Text Citations /Parenthetical Citations

· You must provide an in-text citation for every sentence that uses ideas or quotations from an outside source.  

· If the source provides an  author, use the author’s name(s) as per print text

· When a source has no known author, use a shortened title of the work instead of an author’s name. 
· When an entry requires that you provide a page number but no page numbers are provided in the source, use the abbreviation n. pag.
We see so many global warming hotspots in North America likely because this region has “more readily accessible climatic data and more comprehensive programs to monitor and study environmental change . . .” (“Impact of Global Warming” n. pag.).

Works Cited Entries
Here are some common features you should try and find before citing electronic sources in MLA style. Not every Web page will provide all of the following information. However, collect as much of the following information as possible both for your citations and for your research notes:
· Author and/or editor names (if available)

· Article name in quotation marks (if applicable)

· Title of the Website, project, or book in italics. (Remember that some Print publications have Web publications with slightly different names. They may, for example, include the additional information or otherwise modified information, like domain names [e.g. .com or .net].)

· Any version numbers available, including revisions, posting dates, volumes, or issue numbers.
· Use n.d. when the Web page does not provide a publication date.
· Publisher information, including the publisher name and publishing date.

· Take note of any page numbers (if available)

· Medium of publication. –will be Web

· Date you accessed the material.

· URL (if required, or for your own personal reference; MLA does not require a URL).
EXAMPLES—provide information as follows:
Editor, author, or compiler name (if available). Name of Site. Version number. Name of institution/organization affiliated with the site (sponsor or publisher), date of resource creation (if available). Medium of publication. Date of access.
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
