Parts of an Essay-- 3. The Conclusion

· Your conclusion should restate (in different words) what you have just told your readers and draw some conclusion to it.
· Your conclusion must conclude the actual essay that precedes it and should be closely linked to your thesis statement.
· The conclusion is not the place to present new arguments.
Remember: The conclusion is your last chance to leave a positive impression on your reader.  Try to end on a proverbial "high note". 

I have generally found that students tend to write weak introductions.  Think about this as you write and try to end your essays well.
