GETTING STARTED—a strategy 
1. Choose an essay question/topic

2. Define the purpose of your essay.  

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE

· Combines purpose and audience.

· It is a statement to remind you of your actual given topic and keep you on track.  It is not actually a part of the essay you are writing.

· You can develop your statement of purpose only after you have read and understood the question/topic.

List the compulsory directions and don’t forget them!

3. Think about 1 and 2.  Write a one sentence thesis statement for your essay.

4. Write the first sentence of your essay.

5. “Funnel” your way through your first paragraph.

6. Find proof in the novel to support your thesis.  Find quotations to support this.

7. Organize your information in to paragraphs.
