Task--Each of you will choose/be assigned a career that is related to Physical Education/ Sport and complete the required research.  You will make a PowerPoint/Presi Presentation to submit to Mr. Milligan. (e-mail or thumb drive). Only one student may research each career.  You will get some time to work in the computer lab doing research, but you will have to complete your work on your own time. 
PE teacher/pro athlete is not an option for this project. See sample PowerPoint
Instructions:  Use the internet to research a specific career and create a PowerPoint/Presi slide show that you will use to present the following information on your career. Your information must be based upon Canadian data.  Your slide show should contain both text and visuals. 

YOU WILL NEED AT LEAST NINE SLIDES:
1. Cover Slide: Your first slide should have your name, grade, course, and career choice.
2. Job Description: brief description of job, any personality traits that are helpful in this career, and provide any special skills needed.
3. Working Conditions: the usual hours of work (shift, overtime, weekends etc), are there any age, gender, or physical requirements? Physical layout of the workplace (office, outside etc.) Hazards or risks of the job.
4. Wages and Earnings: is it salary? Do you get paid overtime? What is the starting wage? Top wage? Average wage? Future wages? Any benefits such as extended medical, dental, insurance etc? 

5. Education and Training Requirements: describe the education/training or work experience required for this occupation. Include the type of education, length of training, and cost of training. Do you need special licenses or certificates? 
6. Identify two post secondary institutions/training schools or on the job training opportunities where you could develop the skills and knowledge required to gain employment in your chosen career.
7. Career Path: Where do you begin in this career? How do you move up? What is the job outlook at present? What are the different levels? How are they different? 
8. Reflection:  Now that you have researched this specific career, explain whether or not you would bell interested in pursuing this as a future career option.
9. Works Cited Create a works cited page to record where you collected your information from. You must use at least three different sources.
