The Perfect Answer
Purpose:  Write a perfect answer to a review question and make Mr. Milligan “confident that you are competent.”  Successful completion of this task by the majority of students will mean you won’t be asked to write full written answers to many more review questions.  
Audience: The pickiest English teacher ever.  The minimum acceptable grade for this assignment is 7/10.  If you do not achieve this standard, you will be assigned a second question to do for home work.  Don’t forget to use MLA format.  Use the MLA no cover page format for this assignment.

This must be a well-written paragraph of 200--250 words.  Be sure to write a clear topic sentence, several supporting sentences, and a summary sentence.  

*When there is specific information in the text that supports your answer you are expected to use it.* However, I do not want any direct quotations.
Use your hand-outs and my web-site:  “How To Answer Questions in English Class” and “Everything You Ever wanted to Know about Paragraphs”.

Use your notes, your play-book, and my web-site to aid you in writing a “perfect” expository paragraph answer to one of the assigned review questions from Act One of  All My Sons.

· You must refer to specific evidence from the play to support your answer.  If you have specific information (in the text), you are expected to find it and use it.

· I do not want you to use direct quotations.

· Your paragraph must be about 200--250 words long.

· You must write a clear topic sentence, supporting sentences, and a concluding sentence.  ( c.t.t.)

· Choose from Act 1--  #4, #5, or #6.

Sample Topic Sentence:

Question #2: Prior to the appearance of Kate Keller (p.22), what do we learn about Joe Keller’s a) character and b) problems?

Topic Sentence:  Prior to Kate Keller’s appearance in the play, we learn several things about Joe Keller’s character and his problems.  The reader has limited the topic and granted him/herself “permission to write about the actual given topics.
See sample answer for question 7. It is on my website.
Marking Comments
As a class, we are making progress.  Most of you are providing a reasonable level of effort.

·  You should have referred to your hand-out on how to answer questions in English class.  This is a PERMANENT “audience” expectation.

·  When you have specific information and details, you are expected to use them in your answers.  Support and prove what you say.  Explain relevant details (e.g.  “favourable day”). Make sure your information is accurate.  Many of you said things that were not true.
· Pay attention to details, both with following directions and with the wording of your responses.  Be precise and accurate.

· Do not use brackets in your writing.

· Do not include irrelevant details that do not relate to the question asked.  This includes editorial comments (opinions). There is no need to use first person (“I”) unless it is a critical response question.
· You must use incidents/events in the play to support what you say

· Use the present tense.

· Clear, direct, and specific is good.  Vague is bad (unclear and or missing relevant details).

· MLA errors are no longer acceptable!

· Number your answers.

· Never say things “would be”.  Use “is”.

· Indent paragraphs (5 spaces)

· Word count [ 230 words]
