Pre-print Checklist
· I used MLA format: no cover page, 12 point Times New Roman font

· Everything is double-spaced.  There are no extra spaces or indents that do not belong.

· I have a header with my last name and page number.
· I provided parenthetical citations for all quotations or outside sources

· I included a works cited page
· I did not use contractions in my writing.
· I did not use first person, “I”, or “we”, “you”, “us”, etc.

· I did not mention the word “essay” in my essay!

· I wrote a clear thesis statement in my first paragraph.

· I made sure that my thesis is directly connected to my actual given topic or question

· I made clear and direct connections between what I wrote and the thesis of my essay CTT

· I chose excellent quotations to support my thesis

· I used all three steps to correctly insert and explain my quotations

· Quotations are indented correctly (long vs. short, paragraph changes, dialogue etc.)

· I referred to excellent incidents from the text to support my thesis

· My thesis is the focus (controlling idea) of my essay

· I have clear transitions from paragraph to paragraph

· I did not ask questions; I made clear and direct statements

· I chose the best words and wording to convey my thoughts/ideas

· I was clear, specific , and accurate in my wording and word choices

· I edited my writing for spelling and grammatical errors
