Possessives, Plural Possessives, and Plurals
Possessives— When someone or some thing “owns” or possesses something.
Showing possession in English is a relatively easy matter.  A possessive simply shows that something is owned, or possessed, by something.  By adding an apostrophe and an s we can manage to transform most singular nouns into their possessive form:

· the dog’s dish 

· Fred's car 

· Fitsgerald’s novel 

· a hard day's work
Plurals (regular vs. irregular)

Plurals simply show that there is more than one of the item in question.  Regular plurals are formed by adding “s”.

Plural possessives
Plural possessives are used when more than one thing owns, or possesses, something
Most plural nouns already end in s. To create their possessive, simply add an apostrophe after the s:

· The Milligans' house is in Waverley. 

· The dogs' paws were wet because they were out in the rain. 

· The witches' brooms were used to fly through the fog. 

· The babies' diapers were causing a bad odour.

Irregular plurals are plurals that are formed in some other way.

Woman
women

Ox

oxen

Fox

foxes

Goose 

geese       etc.

Possessives of Irregular Plurals simply follow the rules for possessives

THE RULE—memorize this!
The trick to writing possessives is to ask yourself the question, “Who (or what) does it belong to?”  If the answer to your question ends in s, simply add an apostrophe.  If it doesn’t end in s, then add an apostsophe and an s.
