Parts of an Essay-- 2. The Main Body

· The main body is also referred to as the discussion.

· This is where you prove, support, and argue your thesis.

· Organization is of the utmost importance.

· Each paragraph of the main body of your essay must relate back to your thesis.  ***You must literally make this connection clear to the reader.***

· Start a new paragraph for each main idea you use to support your thesis.

· Paragraphs in the main body should be presented in an organized and logical fashion.  

· The order in which you present your arguments and evidence is something you decide.  Present them in the order that that you feel will most strongly achieve the true purpose of your writing.

· When writing about literature, evidence from the text (examples, incidents, quotations) must be used to prove the assertions you are making in your writing.
