Step-by Step Guide to Your Quotation Assignment
Materials Needed: copy of All My Sons, using quotations hand-out, and the All My Sons review questions. There are also useful items on my web-site.
1. Re-read all the directions on the English 11 Using Quotations hand-out.

2. Choose one of the questions to answer.  There is a list to choose from.
3. Go to the play and gather all the information that will help to fully answer the question. Make a note form list of key points.

4. Choose a quotation that will make your answer better.  Decide where the best place in your paragraph will be to insert the quotation. IT SHOULD BE SEVERAL SENTENCES INTO YOUR ANSWER BEFORE YOU NEED YOUR QUOTATION.
5. Write a clearly worded topic sentence for your paragraph.  Simply take the question you chose and re-word it as a direct statement.

MAIN BODY SENTENCES
6. Turn your note form information into sentences to write the body of the paragraph.  One idea should lead LOGICALLY to the next.

7. Follow the three steps for inserting a quotation into your writing and insert your quotation at an appropriate place in your paragraph.  Step 3--Make sure that you explain your quotation and how it supports your answer.

8. Finish  the body of your paragraph.
9. End your paragraph with a summary sentence that links back directly to the topic sentence.

10. Edit you writing for errors in spelling, grammar, or punctuation.  Make necessary improvements,

11. Be sure to include a word count and a works cited entry.

12. Print a copy for Mr. Milligan!
